Cemetery Oversight Board
Regulation of Illinois cemeteries began in 2010 with the passage of the Cemetery Oversight Act, which was signed into law by Governor Pat Quinn on January 17, 2010.  The Cemetery Oversight Board is comprised of nine members.  The Secretary of the Illinois Department of Financial and Professional Regulation serves as chairperson.  Eight members are appointed by the Secretary to include five who serve as representatives of segments of the cemetery industry, two members who represent consumer interests and one member who represents the interests of the general public.  
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
