COMPLAINT AT LAW

NOW COMES the DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL AND PROFESSIONAL
REGULATION, DIVISION OF PROFESSIONAL REGULATION, of the State of
Illinois, by its Chief of Real Estate Prosecutions, John Botner, and as its COMPLAINT
AT LAW against LMB PROPERTIES, LLC, GHEORGE POP, and ALBERT
MARTON, Respondents, complains as follows:

PREAMBLE
The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION,
DIVISION OF PROFESSIONAL REGULATION, of the State of Illinois (hereinafter
“the Department”), bring charges of unlicensed real estate practice against LMB
Properties LLC and KMA Construction LLC for aiding and abetting the unlicensed
Practice of Real Estate in relation to the sale of condominium units located at 2757 W.

Washington Blvd Chicago, Illinois.

PARTIES
I. LMB PROPERTIES, LLC is an Illinois Limited Liability Company duly
organized on or about November 5, 2005, for the purpose stated “The transaction
of any or all lawful business for which Limited Liability Companies may be

organized under this Act.” At all times herein mentioned, Respondent LMB

PROPERTIES, LLC was registered and organized in the State of Illinois. (See
attached as exhibit A)

2. That Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC, is not presently nor has it ever been
a holder of a Certificate of Registration as a Licensed Real Estate Limited
Liability Firm.

3. At all times herein mentioned, Respondent GHEORGE POP was registered as a
manager of Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC.

4. That Respondent GHEORGE POP is not presently holder of a Certificate of
Registration as a Licensed Real Estate Broker or Licensed Real Estate
Salesperson.

5. Atall times herein mentioned, Respondent ALBERT MARTON was registered as
a manager of Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC.

6. That Respondent ALBERT MARTON is not presently holder of a Certificate of
Registration as a Licensed Real Estate Broker or Licensed Real Estate
Salesperson.

7. KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC is an lllinois Limited Liability Company duly
organized on or about November 5, 2005, “The transaction of any or all lawful
business for which Limited Liability Companies may be organized under this
Act.” At all times herein mentioned, Respondent KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC
was registered and organized in the State of Illinois. (see attached as Exhibit B)

8. At all times herein mentioned, Respondent ALBERT MARTON was registered as
a manager of KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC.

DEFINITIONS

10. “Broker” means an individual, partnership, limited liability company,

corporation, or registered limited liability partnership other than a real estate
salesperson or Jeasing agent who for another and for compensation, or with the
intention or expectation of receiving compensation, either directly or indirectly:
1) Sells, exchanges, purchases, rents, or leases real estate. 2) Offers to sell,

exchange purchase, rent, or lease real estate. 3) Negotiates, offers, attempts, or



agrees to negotiate the sale, exchange, purchase, rental, or leasing of real estate,
etc. as defined by 225 ILCS 454/1-10 (2000 as amended).
11. That the payment of a commission is a definition of “Compensation” in 225

ILCS 454/1-10 (2000 as amended).

JURISDICTION
12. The Department has jurisdiction to investigate complaints and to bring this action

pursuant to 225 ILCS 454/20 (2000 as amended).

COUNT 1
1-12. The Department hereby adopts and realleges paragraphs 1-12 of this Complaint as

paragraphs 1-12 of Count L.

13. That on or about March 5, 2008, a residential condominium unit, #1E, at 2754 W.
Washington Blvd., Chicago, Illinois was sold by KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC
to one Tudor Hossu. (see attached as Exhibit C)

14. That as a part of this transaction, Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC was paid
a commission of Seven Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars and No Cents
($7,750.00) at closing.

15. That the receipt of compensation by Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC for
the aforementioned sale constitutes their acting as a broker pursuant to 225 ILCS
454/1-10 (2000 as amended).

16. That the action of Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC as that of a broker
constitutes unlicensed practice as defined by 225 ILCS 454/20-10.

17. The foregoing acts and/or omissions are grounds for assessment of a civil fine
pursuant to 225 ILCS 454/20-10(a), relying upon the Rules for the Administration
of the Real Estate License Act, lllinois Administrative Code, Title 68, Chapter
VIII, Subchapter b, Part 1450.255.

15. That the receipt of compensation by Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC for
the aforementioned sale constitutes their acting as a broker pursuant to 225 ILCS
454/1-10 (2000 as amended).

16. That the action of Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC as that of a broker
constitutes unlicensed practice as defined by 225 ILCS 454/20-10.

17. The foregoing acts and/or omissions are grounds for assessment of a civil fine
pursuant to 225 ILCS 454/20-10(a), relying upon the Rules for the Administration
of the Real Estate License Act, Illinois Administrative Code, Title 68, Chapter
VIII, Subchapter b, Part 1450.255.

15. That Respondent KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC, by and through its
management, knew or should have known that Respondent LMB PROPERTIES,
LLC did not hold a Certificate of Registration to practice real estate in the State of

Ilinois.



16. That despite this knowledge, Respondent KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC engaged
Respondent LMB PROPERTIES, LLC to act as the selling broker in the
aforementioned property transactions which constitutes Respondent KMA
CONSTRUCTION, LLC aiding and abetting the unlicensed practice of real
estate.

17. KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC by and through its managers, unlawfully directed
that LMB PROPERTY, LLC be paid a commission of Seven Thousand Two
Hundred Fifty Dollars and No Cents ($7,250.00) at closing.

18. The foregoing acts and/or omissions are grounds for assessment of a civil fine
pursuant to 225 ILCS 454/20-10(a), relying upon the Rules for the Administration
of the Real Estate License Act, Illinois Administrative Code, Title 68, Chapter
VIII, Subchapter b, Part 1450.255.

WHEREFORE, based on the foregoing allegations, the DEPARTMENT OF
FINANCIAL  AND  PROFESSIONAL  REGULATION, DIVISION  OF
PROFESSIONAL REGULATION, of the State of Illinois, by John Botner, its Chief of
Real Estate Prosecutions, prays that the Respondent KMA CONSTRUCTION, LLC be
individually assessed the maximum civil fine of Twenty Five Thousand Dollars
(825,000.00) per incident in accordance with the Real Estate License Act of 2000 (as

amended).
