A temporary license is issued only to those individuals who have been accepted or appointed to a position in a post-graduate
program approved by the Council on Podiatric Medical Education which includes residencies and preceptorships.

The temporary license will expire three years from the beginning date of the program or from the date of issuance if
later than the beginning date of the program. However, if a temporary license holder terminates or is discharged from a
residency or preceptorship program, the temporary license shall be null and void. If the licensee changes his preceptorship
or residency program, he shall reapply for a new temporary license.
